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Tips from the AOS
Heat Stress

By Susan Jones

Like people, orchids, especially those that prefer cooler, shadier environments, can suffer from heat stress during
the hot summer months. The midday sun is intense, especially during the summer, and the high temperatures that
bright sunshine brings can burn your orchids quickly, especially the more sensitive types such as phalaenopsis, pleu
rothallids, paphiopedilums and miltonias.

Heat stress is a condition that occurs in orchids and other plants when excessive heat causes an imbalance |in tre
spiration, the process by which moisture evaporates
the pace at which moisture is being replaced througl
dratedii leaves soft and wilted, pseudobulbs wrinkled and ridged. The instinctive response in this situation is to ove
water the orchid to correct the dehydration. This can instead make matters
worse by rotting the plantds root sy
muchneeded hydration. The roots can only absorb so much water at one time.

In addition to watering, control of heat and humidity play a significant role in the
prevention and management of heat stress.

Signs of Heat Stress

These symptoms may appear singly, even in otherwise fairly healthy orchids,
When they appear in combination, however, it is usually an indication of heat
stress or an underlying problem (such as root loss) that has lead to heat stress.

Yellowing of Plantsand Leaves Too much | i ght causes
deteriorate, which can turn your orchid an anemic yeligreen, and eventually
cause premature loss of leaves. Most healthy orchids receiving appropriate light
levels will be a robust light green.

Withered Leaves The culprit, especially in summer weather, can be overheat-

Your orchids need lots of attention during the summer months, especially on hot days. Wit

peratures quickly dry out mounted orchids, those in baskets and even potted plants.

Maintaining the balance between keeping orchids sufficiently hydrated and/atezing can be

a challenge. A simple rule of thumb is th

In addition, keep air movement continuous, as this can help plants keep their cool on hot days.
Adding a fan to the growing area, or locating your orchids where they receive the caress of sum-

can make a bhig difference in their environment and overall health. This will also help to keep rots

from fungi and bacteria at bay.

When watering or misting, always be certain that plants have ampl
time to dry before night falls, so as to discourage bacterial and fungal -
growth.

When moving orchids outside for the season, start them out in a
shaded spot and gradually increase their exposure to sunlight to acclir
them to the higher outdoor light levels. Make sure to protect them fron

the strongest sunlight as midday summer sun has more intense UV ra & <
that can burn tender plants.

Finally, always have someone care for your orchids while you are away on summer vacation.

Treatment
Once an orchid has suffered the effects of heat stress, it may take a long time to rebound. Apply fertilizers
ingly, using a weak solution, and flush the growing medium with clean water between applications of fertilizer

, as the

salts in fertilizers are difficult for dehydrated plants to assimilate, and a regular dose may further burn the plant. Be

especially alert for pests on distressed orchidssects and viruses are more likely to attack weakened plants.

\W eral feet in length, the loddigesii is more of a scrambler, with pseudobulbs
only 3-6 inches that produce many keikis. It is semi-deciduous in that it
N may or may not lose its leaves, depending on the duration and low tem-

Betty Eber brought in this cute lonopsis species, which is a Florida na-
tive. The species may look delicate, but this is a tough little plant. It thrives
in a wide temperature range, which contributes to a geographic distribution
from Florida, through the Caribbean, Central America, and South America to
Paraguay. They are very floriferous and a well grown specimen plant can
put on a wonderful display, even though the individual flowers are only 1/2
inch (1.5 cm) in size.

Epc. Frances Dyer (C. bowringiana x Epi. fragrans)

A mystery member brought in this beautiful Cattleya hy-
brid. Both parents are strong growers and very floriferous,
which has come through strongly in this attractive speci-
men. Originally created in 1955, some hybrids are remade
over and over, just because. Please remember to put your
name on your Show and Tell sheet!

SchomboCat hybrid
So what can you learn from an orchid with no name?

David Foster brought in another orchid that pre-
sents a great learning opportunity.

To the right, we see Myrmecophila (syn.
Schomburgkia) tibicinis, which is grown by many
South Florida orchid hobbyists. Notice the
flower form in the hybrid shared by David. Itis
very strongly influenced by the tibicinis. The
color, however, has little tibicinis influence.
Color appears to be completely dominated by the other parent.

These breeding traits are very common among the Myrmecophila and

Schomburgkia species; the form dominated by the Myr. or Schom., and

color dominated by the other Cattleya alliance parent. So keep your eyes

out for some eye popping Schombocats in the near future. Many hybridiz-

ers are dabbling in these exciting new crosses.

Cattleya mossiae (6Bien Armadadé x O6Julieta

This species, shared by Javier Morejon, is the national flower of Vene-
zuela. lItis also one of the foundation species for the classic Cattleya hy-
brids that supported the corsage industry in

We are coming to the close of the Spring flowering period for Cattleya
mossiae. This great example of the semi-alba color form shows off the size,
wide petals and beautiful lip of the species. These are the characteristics
that made the species so valuable in Cattleya breeding. Other color forms
include lavender (type form), alba, venosa (splash petal) and a coerulea
(blue).
