Hello, Dear Members! 

     After a lot of rain upon us by Tropical Storm Nicole, the fall/winter weather may be 

starting to come near. The cooler, drier weather is feeling good as we head into the last 

quarter of the year and all the holidays! 

 The days are becoming shorter and this means less sunlight, and less drying time for 

our orchids. Dr. Motes recommends that we begin to water our plants earlier in the day 

so they have plenty of time to dry before the next watering. For some types of orchids, 

like Den.  agregatum and Cycnoches and Catasetums,  this is the beginning of the dry sea-

son - no water and no food until they bloom in the Spring. And of course, start thinking about your winter prepa-

rations. Remember how cold it was last winter! 

     This month another member is speaking - Betty Eber. Most of us know Betty, but if you are new to the society, 

she may be a new face to you. Please donõt hesitate to introduce yourself and get to know her. She is an enormous 

source of information. We hope to one day take a tour of her greenhouse area and get to see all she has. Look for 

her by her name tag; she also is one of our Vanda specialist and wears a special tag for that distinction.
